Eligibility: Applicant must be enrolled
in |or a recent graduate of a graduate degree program in the history of art, architecture, the decorative arts, interior design
or related field. Criteria for Selection: (1) Completion of the program application which is available online at
www.SoaneFoundation.com then Fellowship Program; (2) Three letters of recommendation; (3) Proof of enrollment in [or
recent graduation from| a qualified academic program. Award Conditions: (a) The award provides a payment to the
award recipient just prior to the beginning of the work and research period of the project and is to include any related
travel expenses and housing for the period work is undertaken; (b) At the end of the research project the award recipient
must submit a report on the results of the project. The report may be in the form of a written paper or a sketch book; (c)
The recipient may be called upon by Sir John Soane’s Museum Foundation to deliver a talk or paper, at a mutually
agreeable time and venue.
